Dennis was a long time member of the Visalia Sportsmen's Association,
where he served many years as President. For more than 30 years he
organized and led championship matches at the Visalia range. His name is
inscribed in the National Benchrest Shooters Association [NBRSA] record
book, as well as having served a term as NBRSA president. A highly
decorated sharpshooter, he has over time held ten world records. Most
recently he won at the 2018 Cactus Classic event held in Phoenix, Arizona. A
car enthusiast and lover of Corvettes, Dennis was a member of the local
Corvette Club.

He is preceded in death by his parents, Paul and Mary Thornbury, and
survived by his only daughter, Tammy Denchfield and her husband Chuck,

Aunt Marilyn Swanson and Uncle Tom Swanson, and many cousins.
