
Ocealia "O.C." Darrington
June 26, 1956 - March 19, 2017

On Sunday, March 19, 2017, Ocealia “O.C.” Darrington passed away without
warning after experiencing a lingering bout of illness. Ocealia recently
relocated to Salisbury, North Carolina during January 2017, to live with her
youngest sister, Gaye Darrington and Skeeter Peters. 

 Ocealia was born on June 26, 1956, in San Diego, California, to Elroe Jr. and
Patricia Darrington. The Darrington family relocated to Pomona, California in
1965. Ocealia attended Pomona public schools and graduated from Gary
High School in 1972. She continued her education and attended college
courses at Mt. San Antonio College. Ocealia went on to work at Frank D.
Lanterman State Hospital & Developmental Center in Pomona, which was
previously named, Pacific State Hospital, as a food services specialist. During
her employment at Lanterman, she later advanced to a position of supervisor
& shop steward, where she was employed until 2011, when she was forced
into an early retirement after suffering an on-the-job injury. 
Ocealia accepted Christ at an early age and attended several different
churches in the Pomona area. Her last church of attendance, where she
recorded membership was Primm Tabernacle A.M.E in Pomona, California.
Ocealia was preceded in death by her Mother; Patricia Darrington in 1998 and
her Father; Elroe Darringtion Jr. in 2000. 
The oldest of five siblings, she leaves the following siblings to mourn her
passing; Natasha-Carrie of Salisbury, North Carolina; Gaye-Squeeze &
(Skeeter) of Salisbury, North Carolina; Byron-BD & (Belynda) of Visalia,



California; Jevonni-Jay & (Lindsey) of Fort Worth, Texas, and a host of uncles,
aunts, kinsfolks and friends.

Ocealia was the matriarch of our family while growing up on
Pomona’s South Side (Village). I’m going to miss that stern look she
always demonstrated on her face, as I used to joke with her that
God was going to permanently fix her stern face if she didn’t smile
every now and then. However, don’t let her facial expressions fool
you, under all those layers of coarse skin, lived a kind heart. 

 Finally, and most importantly, the Lord leased Ocealia to us for a
brief time. Now the Landlord is ending Ocealia’s temporary lease
and calling her to His mansion for an eternal lease agreement –
John 14:2 and 2 Corinthians 5:8. 
I love you Ocealia and I will see you again when my lease
agreement expires. Meanwhile, it’s time for you to rest and be still.
