Ralph
joined the Job Corp Utah in 1974 and after returning home, he joined the
program for special needs adults through Kings County Rehabilitation Center.
Ralph lived at the Care Home of Llyod and Clara Burdine in Hanford,
California where he worked at the Kings County Rehab for 25 years. He had
many lasting relationships there, and when Llyod and Clara retired Ralph was
devastated, but the new owners Catherine Smith and her husband expressed
loving kindness to Ralph and all the clients. 

In 2008 Ralph had a heart attack and was diagnosed with a heart disease,
and needed to be in a Care Home where he could get medical attention. Gail
and Jan Care Home in Tulare/Visalia accepted Ralph and he was very happy
there. They took him to various places and had patience with him when he
had challenges. He lived there for 18 years until his transition from this life on
April 23, 2026. He had many friends in Hanford and Visalia who cared for him,
especially Nellie. 

Ralph was preceded in death by his parents, brothers Sherman Pierce and



Bruce Williams, great-great nephew Ja'Veon and great-great niece Naomi. He
